For 60 years, Japanese cars have had a presence in the United States, having begun to
challenge domestic market dominance in the 1970s. No American exhibit has
adequately explored the associated synthesis of Eastern and Western automobile
manufacturing philosophies and methods. Monozukuri (pronounced moh-noh ZOO-koo-
ree) — interpreted as “the art, science, and craft of making things” — is a recently
conceived but critical concept that explains these phenomena.
