This presentation will offer a brief overview of the Helmand Sistan Project (HSP), the
only multidisciplinary, long-term, comprehensive survey and excavation project ever
conducted in the southwest corner of Afghanistan. In the field in the 1970s and
sponsored jointly by the Smithsonian and the government of Afghanistan, HSP identified
almost 200 sites in the Sistan region-- and excavated 12 of them-- to establish the first
cultural history of the region from the Bronze Age to the present, one that has not been
superseded because of four decades of subsequent political and military conflict. With
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publication of this legacy project now underway, we report on a few highlights of the
5000 year history of the region, including a previously unknown early Iron Age culture
and a pristine archaeological landscape from the 15th century CE.
