SHIKI: The Four Seasons in Japanese Art brings this beauty and harmony to the Sturt Haaga
Gallery on February 18.

Description

The Santa Fe Internment Camp (SFIC), one of the largest DOJ prison camps during WWII,
incarcerated predominantly Issei males. In the decades following SFIC’s closure, all remnants
of the site were demolished and replaced with a subdivision. In similar fashion, the history of
the Issei unjustly imprisoned here was buried, until their descendants entered a decade-long
battle to uncover this interred tragedy. Despite great controversy and misunderstanding,
descendants succeeded in establishing a marker at the site on April 20, 2002. Twenty years
later, Dr. Gail Okawa and Krist Ishikawa Jessup, both descendants of SFIC incarcerees, have
joined forces across generational lines to develop a community of descendants to foster
research and discussion about the Issei incarceration.

We invite you to join us in discussion of this history, the erasure of the Issei narrative, the
varied experiences between Hawai'i and the continental US, and the connections between
Issei incarcerees and the military. This conversation will highlight the importance of
community building among SFIC incarceree descendants, including a Q&A with the speakers,
with the goal of inviting descendants to engage in community, share their existing knowledge,
and participate in future planning and research efforts centered around SFIC.
