Note that many events are being cancelled or rescheduled due to the wildfires and threat of 
more wildfires due to predicted increased wind events this week. For example, I received an 
email stating:

“Due to the wildfires resulting in a significant impact on air quality and the strain on local 
resources, we have made the decision to postpone all of the Los Angeles Firecracker 
Run/Walk, Bike, Kiddie & Dog events that were originally scheduled for February 1 & 2, 
2025.”

Many museums and gardens are closed, especially in the Pasadena and Arcadia areas. 
The last I checked the South Coast Botanic Garden is open.
This is a major tragedy for the Los Angeles area and I hope it doesn’t spread to OC and 
Ventura. 

Note that the Huntington Library and Gardens are closed through Friday, and I would not plan 
on visiting during the weekend. I think there was supposed to be a Japanese New Year 
celebration on Sunday.

Three Views of Manzanar: Ansel Adams, Dorothea Lange and Toyo Miyatake

Despite the trauma of their incarceration during World War II, Japanese Americans built new 
lives while detained at concentration camps like Manzanar. They played baseball, planted 
gardens and made the honor roll.
